IN MEMORIUM
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Long standing Apex Rotary member and Past President Billy Ray Johnson passed
away on January 7, 2009, at his home. He was born August 31, 1935 in Four Oaks.

Billy graduated from Dunn High School, and received his BS degree from Florida
Southern University in Lakeland, FL, and his Masters degree from North Carolina
State University. He also attended Duke University and Wake Forest Seminary. He
served for four years in the United States Air Force.

Early in his career he was a teacher, counselor, assistant principal, and principal in
the Wake and Harnett County School Systems. He was the owner of Apex
Development and Realty for over 30 years where he served as Broker in Charge as
well as being a developer.

In Apex , he was a faithful member of the Rotary Club, serving as Club President and
as Rotary Foundation Chairman. Widely recognized as an ideal representation of
Rotary's motto, ""Service Above Self,"" he was named Rotarian of the Year. He was a
member of Bible Study Fellowship and of the Capital Church in Garner, where he
served as a deacon and Sunday School Teacher.

Billy's extensive involvement in community organizations does not completely convey
the heart of the man. The real Billy Johnson was a person of extraordinary
compassion and Kindness who spent his life reaching out to others to lighten their
burdens. As a cancer survivor from 1984, he never complained or dwelt on his own
challenges, but daily prayed that he would cross paths with someone whose life he
could touch that day. He will always be remembered for his numerous acts of
kindness-from sharing his testimony of unwavering faith in his Lord to simple
heartfelt words of encouragement and often financial support. These memories will
forever remain in the hearts of his family and friends.
