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Speaker: Harold L. Buell: Buell was born in Iowa and was orphaned at a young age due to the deaths of his Father
and Mother. He spent his formative years with relatives and families in the area. While attending Parsons College in
Fairfield, Iowa, he learned to fly with a civil air patrol and joined the Navy in 1941.

He earned his Navy wings a month before Pearl Harbor flying the SBD Dauntless and the SBD2C Helldiver aircraft. He
flew 3 combat cruises from the aircraft carriers Yorktown, Saratoga, Enterprise and Hornet. He was present at all five of
the carrier-vs-carrier battles: Coral Sea, Midway, Eastern Solomons, Santa Cruz and the Philippine Sea, plus a month
with the "Cactus Air Force" on Guadalcanal. The Cactus air Force was made up of Navy and Marine pilots whose Carrier
was either lost or damaged while they were on a mission. They diverted to Henderson Field in Guadalcanal. He is the
only carrier pilot alive to have survived all those encounters.

Buell saw action in sixteen major engagements. Among his decorations are the Navy Cross, Silver Star, three DFCs, two
Purple Hearts and four Presidential Unit Citations. He continued his career serving on the Carrier Saipan as Air Boss
during the Korean War and in various command rolls until he retired after 21 years of service.

On his return to civilian life he earned his Masters and Ph.D. degrees at Florida State University and completed a second
career in education and mental health for the State of Florida. During those years, he authored a book, DAUNTLESS

HELLDIVER, which has been called the most accurate history of the Dive Bomber war in the Pacific.
